1. The chairman welcomed everyone to the EGM and thanked the Bowling Club for the 


The secretary confirmed that the meeting had reached a 
quorum.

2. Consideration of was given to the proposed motion: 

That the sentences which follow be added at the end of Clause 9 of the Constitution dated May 2010:

‘In the event of a dissolution of the Association, all outstanding debts and liabilities will be cleared.  The balance of any assets remaining will go to a similar organisation within the Aberdeenshire Council area or to a Stonehaven charity, as decided by the Committee.  No member of the Association will gain from the dissolution of the Association.’

After brief discussion the motion was approved unanimously.

The secretary confirmed that she would amend the Constitution accordingly and would ensure that the amended version was sent to Charlie Fairley, our grants officer at Awards for All, as quickly as possible so that the conditional grant of £10,000 might be confirmed.

         Frieda Burns mentioned that Newtonhill Allotment Association had had difficulty with their constitution and would value a chance for an informal discussion about such matters.  Frieda suggested that consideration be given to making sure that local associations were invited to get together from time to time to exchange their experiences on pertinent matters.  It was suggested that an event once the Baird Park site was underway might be a good opportunity.  This should be pursued by the Committee.
